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Sinopsis:

The government programme on Agricultural Biodiversity 

has the objectives to rescue, to use in a sustainable 

way and to conserve the genetic diversity of plants and 

animals, domesticated or not, utilized by local and 

indigenous communities. Our programme contain five 

elements: (i) landraces, which includes mainly crops 

species for food security; (ii) medicinal and aromatic 

plants; (iii) adaptive management, which includes 

distinct management practices apply to non-timber 

forest products, mainly from non-domesticated species; 

(iv) agro-forestry, in which species with distinct or 

multiple uses are included, and (v) landraces of 

domesticated or semi-native domesticated animals. The 

participation of representatives from local and 

indigenous communities were crucial in the definition of 

species and elements to be included in each case. 

Capacitybuilding not only to the technicians but also to 

the farmers are in course. Eleven CIMAs were already 

established and 12 additional are in process to be 

established. In total, 10 mil families will benefit from the 

first initiative in the sustainable use of the agricultural 

biodiversity.
